Dear Sir/Madam,

Let me introduce myself. My name is Maria Engert. I have been working  as an instructor  and a manager at the "Europe Centre Brandenburg-Berlin of the European regional promotive association (europäisches Regionales Förderverein (eRFV) e.V.)" since August. The European Centre Brandenburg-Berlin (Europazentrum Brandenburg-Berlin (EZBB)) is an approved educational establishment by Federal Centre of political education. We have experiences with youth in such fields as culture, sports, civil society, career training, development of language competences, safety, law and partnerships between cities. The EZBB of the European regional promotive association would like to contribute in unification of Europe making every effort on the federalist, parliamentary, democratic and constitutional basis. Based on the region the task refers to all Europe and thereby it is a new and unusual challenge, which we set for us. This challenge orientates first of all to fundamental and human rights, democracy and receipt of freedom. The EZBB follows up its goals under the umbrella of regional promotive association without dependency on a political party.

We try to awake different projects to realise our goals. We would like to obtain not only youth, adolescents, grown-ups and seniors, but also handicapped in employable age and their coordinators, politicians and enterprises. In the background we would like to build a network "work group article 24 and 27 of UN convention of human rights with disabilities". The network should develop in a three years project to the topic "Under which circumstances and with which measures can the articles 24 and 27 of UN convention of human rights with disabilities be implemented?"    

During the project time the partners have to get to know politic, social and economic system of every partner countries within the network according to articles 24 and 27. It should occur in terms of exchange. The partners should also have possibility to visit and to analyse locally the organisations, more specifically the above mentioned points, in the field of inclusion (Inklusion). The analysis paper (Analysenpapier) special for every federal state should be written afterwards which includes such fields as:

- career training

- lifelong learning

- introduction to ability to work

- integration to the labour market

Our goal is to give a go to an exchange experience between European workshops, organisations in the field of inclusion, social spheres, enterprises and politics. We are of the opinion that we can learn a lot from our European neighbours. Within the network we would like to give chances for people with disabilities during their career training by helping them with lifelong learning and extensive integration to the labour market. At the end of this exchange experience a common project and a survey should be developed. The analyses paper has to reflect the existing mechanisms in the EU countries for integration of people with disabilities and their participation in the society and at the working place. We would also like to work on the solution approaches for implementation of a successful integration of people with disabilities to the labour market within our network. With this we would like to encourage European cooperation between workshops, politics, enterprises and organisations in the field of inclusion. 

The project should be applied to EU Program Leonardo da Vinci Action Network by 02.02.2012. In case of succeeding the UK Commission provide 75% of costs for promotion. The following 25% should be financed through the injection of own resources. This contribution (of 25%) has to be shared between 5-6 network partners. The EZBB sees itself in the role of coordinative organisation. We are going to bear for organisation and coordination of activities, for billing purposes and communication between European Commision and network. 

At the moment we are looking for potential partners. I hope that we were able to raise your interest with our ideas and you may help us to find possible partners. I would be really gretful, if you send this letter on organisations, which may be interested in a cooperation.
