We are going to start an approval in the EC-Programme "partnerships" 

within the Lifelong learning Programme in 2009 related to vocational education and training issues for migrants in Europe (title: 

Globalisation and opportunities -- vocational education for transnational careers). A cooperation with the University of Frankfurt and another partner from Italy, UK and Ireland is already arranged. *We are looking now for further partners who are interested to participate in the project. We are appreciate if you could send our enquiry to institutions in Poland which are dealing with migration issues in the context of vocational training.*

Short information referring the project: The vocational training debate shows limited understanding of mobility and migration, relating the "movement" of migrants exclusively to their country of origin and the host country. Similarly, the consequences for labour market and vocational educational policy are discussed and developed only in terms of "here" and "there". This fails to take account of the new concept of "transmigration" which has emerged in academic discussions of the subject, referring to the fact that worldwide migration movements are creating new multi-local social relationships -- these determine the everyday practice of the people and the development of transnational educational and working careers. The focus of the learning field of the partnership is on requirements for "simple activities" in the world of work, and the related challenges for vocational training and continuing education for migrants. The goal is to identify obstacles to transnational education and work careers on the basis of specific examples from the world of work and vocational education, to exchange and review ideas on vocational education initiatives and concepts, and to produce appropriate recommendations for practice and for vocational education policy.
